OOTISCHENIA IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT

BYLAW NO.  86

A bylaw to provide for making the assessment roll of the District and to determine the basis of assessment and the method to be followed in classifying the land in the District.

The Trustees of the Ootischenia Improvement District ENACT AS FOLLOWS:

1. In this bylaw “parcel” shall mean any lot, block or other areas, which is the subject of separate registration in the Land Registry Office.  “Dormant connection” shall mean a connection, which has been made to the property line and not presently used.

2. That the Secretary/Treasurer is hereby appointed Assessor of the District.

3. That the said Assessor is directed to prepare the Assessment Roll of the District.

4. That the basis of assessment for the said assessment roll shall be parcels of land and areas of land. 

5. That the Assessor shall classify the parcels of land in the District into Groups as follows for waterworks purposes:

Group “A” shall include all parcels of land 1 acre or less, except those classified into “E” and “J” below.

Group “B” shall include all parcels of land larger than 1 acre up to 2 acres, except those classified into “F” and “J” below.

Group “C” shall include all parcels of land larger than 2 acres up to 4 acres, except those classified into “G” and “J” below.

Group “D” shall include all parcels of land larger than 4 acres, except those classified into “H” and “J” below.

Group “E” shall include all parcels of land 1 acre or less to which a dormant connection has been made.

Group “F” shall include all parcels of land larger than 1 acre up to 2 acres to which a dormant connection has been made.

Group “G” shall include all parcels of land larger than 2 acres up to 4 acres to which a dormant connection has been made.

Group “H” shall include all parcels of land larger than 4 acres to which a dormant connection has been made.

Group “I” shall include all parcels of land not classified into “A” to “H” above.

Group “J” shall include all parcels of land classified into Groups “A” to “D” inclusive and having more than one water connection to that parcel.

That the Assessor shall classify the parcels of land in the District into Groups benefiting from the Fire Hydrant Installation Program ratified at the April 28, 1993 Annual General Meeting as follows:

Group “1” shall include all parcels of land that will benefit.

Group “1A” shall include all parcels of land that will benefit from the extension of the Fire Hydrant Program from 1993.

Group “2” shall include all parcels of land that will not benefit.

6. That the Assessor shall classify all land in the District into grades as follows:

Grade A:  
Shall comprise all irrigable land within the District, which is irrigated, from the works held under licence by the District.

Grade B:
Shall comprise all irrigable land within the District which is not classified into Grade A.

7. This bylaw repeals Bylaw No. 17, No. 46 and No. 75.

8. This bylaw may be cited as the “Ootischenia Improvement District Assessment Bylaw”.
